Carin Smit also sent the following message:
Hello Grace, Here is the other article - Peter asked that I keep IBCMT informed - this is the latest of a number of articles appearing in India about the work there. Do keep in touch - thanks for your help in getting word out about the work. Just to quickly say that Bruce Dooley has been in touch and the shipment of the nutrients to Punjab is about to happen. Dr. Karl Anderson from Minnesota USA has also donated $700 towards getting the supplements into Punjab from the port of entry as there are usually exorbitant costs involved in transferring the nutrients. Dr. Elearnore Blaurock-Busch and her daughter are working hard at getting the 58 samples analyzed which I took when there recently - we did Urinary Chelation Challenge tests on 58 children (including a small number of adults), whom Eleanore had selected. The testing was a marathon as parents had to bring kids in to the centre from hours away by road, bus and sleep over whilst we did all the sampling at night to ensure control and strict procedures. Some nights the centre looked like a hospital with bodies strewn all over the corridors, in ever room and all over as mothers, dads, grandparents and helpers as well as the young neuro-therapists collected samples, weighed the kids, gave water with syringes or spoons, little measuring cups and tried to keep the crying ones quiet whilst some tried to catch a little sleep. Most nights for 7 nights in a row we worked through, went to bed for an hour or two and then got up, bathed, ate and got back to the centre to consult for the day till late afternoon. It was a miraculous thing to see the cooperation and the anticipation from all involved. Elearnore and Yvette (Blaurock-)Busch have no idea what their generous giving has brought about in that the offered to test the 150 kids last year (hair) and now follow-up with the urine sampling. For the first time there is HOPE for these desperately ill children of Punjab! Thanks for reporting on this for us. Carin Smit - South Africa
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
