Speech at Fremont Gerrie, California on Malwa Cancer, Punjab Water Contamination, Environmental disaster and fast declining reproductive health of Punjabis Sunday, May 22, 2011 (Fremont, California-USA) Punjab Foundation took the case of the Malwa Cancer, Water Contamination, Environmental disaster and fast declining reproductive health of Punjabis in the sangat's court of Fremont Gurudwara Sahib. The power point presentation and speech of Sukhi Chahal's , who is a founder of Punjab Foundation was so emotional and powerful that some females of the sangat cried upon knowing the ground realities of the increasing number of Childless Couples, Spontaneous Abortions, Premature Births, Low Weight Births, Early Childhood Deaths, Congenital Malformations, Menstrual Disorders, Ovary and Uterus Tumors; Diabetes, Hypertension, Heart and Blood Vessel Diseases, Bone and Joint Diseases, Allergies, Asthma and Cancers which are the well-known effects of Water Contamination and Environmental Toxicity which is visibly on the rise in Punjab. He reminded the Sangat to Hope for the best but prepare for the worst. Punjab Foundation, (http://www.punjabfoundation.org) based in the USA's technology hub of Silicon Valley in Northern California, is a non-profit organization (501c3-pending IRS approval) dedicated to raise the awareness among the masses about the prevailing problem of increase in number of cases of Cancer and large number of other diseases which are prevalent in Punjab more so in the Malwa region.

Former Punjab state Health Minister Laxmi Kanta Chawla had admitted during Assembly Session on March 7, 2010 that between 2001 and 2009, the total number of cancer patients detected in the rural areas numbered 23,427, of which 16,730 died. At present, as many as 6,000 cancer patients were under treatment. According to well-informed sources, the actual numbers of deaths and suffering patient are much higher that admitted by the Punjab Government. Health scenario in Punjab has worsened rapidly in the last few decades. Evidence up to now clearly indicates that environmental toxicity is at its root. Excessive use of pesticides, chemical fertilizers, heavy metals, other industrial toxins, excessive fluorides in the water, plastic based chemicals, chemicals from the coal based thermal power plants and uranium are being incriminated for making the environment and food chain highly toxic. The surface water as well as ground water has been grossly contaminated by the above mentioned sources of toxicity. The Malwa area of Punjab has emerged as the epicenter of the disease and has come to be known as the cancer belt of Punjab.

According to a study conducted by a UK-based NGO, The Malwa belt of Punjab has the highest number of breast cancer cases in Punjab. The Cattle and other animals are also exhibiting similar disease pattern. Wild animals are fast dying and disappearing. Many species of the birds are either extinct or their numbers have drastically fallen. Same is the fate of small friendly animals like honey bee, earth worm, ghumaar, cheechak wauhti, jugnu and many more. It is expected also because the basic environment and the source of food and water are the same for animals as well as humans.

Instead of asking for any financial help for their Punjab Foundation or anyone else, Mr. Sukhi Chahal requested the sangat of Silicon Valley of California to take an opportunity for a lifetime to make a difference in the lives of your loved ones in the Punjab villages. He requested the NRI Punjabi diaspora to adopt a village to conduct free mammograms, pap's smear and biopsy through cancer detection & awareness camps to promote early detection of Breast, Cervix and Oral Cancer to save many lives who cannot afford. Request was made to Sponsor the Cancer Mobile Breast Cancer Detection Unit by Roko Cancer which cost $ 1000.00 per village. He mentioned Shiv Khera's famous quote that "It is not the activity of the rascals, but the inactivity of good people that destroys the society." He said that this is precisely is happing in our Punjabi society. Mr. Chahal reminded the sangat that a journey of a thousand miles begins with a small step and never forgets where you want to go but more importantly - never forget where you came from.
